
SCHOLARSHIP APPLICATION
DEADLINE FOR APPLICATION AND ALL REQUIRED DOCUMENTATION: 

April 17, 2026
An applicant must be a graduating senior of African American descent with a minimum
unweighted 3.0 GPA, who will be attending a 4-year college/university. Payment will be
released in the fall upon confirmation of enrollment to which the scholarship
recipient has been accepted. The acceptable proof of attendance is a copy of the
official class registration for the fall term that must be received by October 31, 2025
to avoid forfeiture of scholarship. 

All qualifying applicants are required to participate in a personal interview as part
of the selection process. Qualifying applicants will receive the date, time, and
location of interviews. Relatives or guardians of applicants will not be allowed to
participate in the application review, interview, or selection process.

Selection tools, selection criteria, test scores, GPAs, rankings, or other data used in
evaluating candidates will not be shared with applicants, their parents or any other
persons who are not members of the interview/selection process.

The decisions of the Selection Committee shall be final and binding. Explanations or
rationale for decisions made will not be provided to any applicant or parent.
Applicants and parents agree to respect the integrity of the process and the members
of the Selection Committee.

Students must be graduating seniors from a high school in Miami-Dade County and must
reside in the southern area of Miami-Dade County - south of Flagler Street. 

An incomplete and late application, including requested documentation and video, will
disqualify an application from scholarship consideration.  

Members of Alpha Kappa Alpha Sorority, Inc. (active or inactive) and their children are not
eligible to participate in this scholarship.
